Solidago flexicaulis zigzag goldenrod B *  seed is hydrophyllic, intolerant of dry storage.

Solidago nemoralis gray goldenrod B A seed will germinate within 4 weeks if sown at 70°F

Solidago ohioensis Ohio goldenrod B B seed will germinate upon being shifted to 70°F after 90-
140 days of moist, cold stratification at 40°F.

Solidago ptarmicoides upland goldenrod B C seed germinates only after multiple cycles of warm and

Solidago rigida stiff leaved goldenrod B cold, typically 40°-70°-40°-70°F.

Thalictrum polygamum tall meadow rue B D seed needs a period of warm, moist stratification

Tradescantia virginiana Ohio spiderwort B being shifted back to warm, for example 70°-40°-70°F.
